Day1 Singapore»- Zhangjiajie

Assemble at Changi Airport for your flight to Zhangjiajie, a
famous tourist destination in Hunan Province.

Day2 Zhangjiajie- Fenghuang (B/L/D)

Phoenix Ancient Town (include boat ride) , take a walk

along the Tuojiang River to explore unique houses built on stilts.

Experience Miao’s custom. (Makeup and hair set at own
expense).

Day3 Fenghuang -Biancheng- Fenghuang (B/L/-)

Chadong Ancient Town is at the junction of Hunan, Guizhou
and Chongging provinces, known as "three provinces with one
foot under one foot". The town is surrounded by mountains on
three sides and faces water on one side. It has a history of over
300 years and preserves the traditional architecture and
culture of the Miao and Tujia ethnic groups.

Experience Lala Ferry- one of the most unique and fun ways
to explore the town.

Day4 Fenghuang- Yongshun (B/L/-)

Morong Miao Ethnic Village, which features Chinese folk
culture and the Miao ethnic minority’s folk customs and flower
drum art.

Furong Ancient Town (include boat ride and tram) is one of
the four famous towns in western Hunan with the majestic view
of the waterfall as well as the ancient buildings constructed
above the cliff for your enjoyment of the special and grand
spectacle.

Day5 Yongshun- Zhangjiajie (B/L/-)

The gorgeous and spectacular Tianmen Mountain (includes
cable car and escalator). The stunning views, Tianmen Cave*®,
Guigu Cliff Path, the Glass Skywalk*and the world's longest
cable car ride, make it unquestionably one of the best
mountains to visit in China.

(*In the event that the tram is suspended from operating due to
unforeseen circumstances, we will only view Tianmen Cave by

cable car. And the glass skywalk is closed when it is covered by ice
and snow in winter.)

Day6 Zhangjiajie (B/L/D)

Zhangjiajie Nation Forest Park, Yuanjiajie Scenic Area, a
mesa (a flat hill with steep sides) that overlooks a deep valley
and a chain of mountainous peaks. Visit the "World's No.1
Bridge", visit Nantian Yizhu (The famous 3D film, “AVATAR”
was inspired by this ethereal place).

Tianzi Mountain Nature Reserve. This place is well-known for
its four sceneries: moonlit nights, cloud seas, twilight and winter
snow. From the summit, enjoy an impressive view of thousands
of peaks spread out beneath us, visit Helong Park, and Yubi
Peak.

(In winter, tram service at Mt Tianzi will not be available due to
safety reasons, and certain sightseeing areas of Mt. Tianzi might be
closed as well. )

Day7 Zhangjiajie (B/L/D)

Tujia Folk Custom Park. It displays the classic buildings, folk
customs, food, dance of Tujia ethnic minority.

Grand Canyon of Zhangjiajie (include Glass Bridge, VR) . It
is 430 meters long, 6 meters wide and 300 meters high, the
longest and highest glass bridge in the world. It hangs over
a valley and provides a superb panorama of the entire Grand
Canyon.

Day8 Zhangjiajie »- Singapore (B)

Transfer to the airport for your flight back to Singapore. We
hope you have enjoyed your trip with CTC Travel!
